The two-day event was               
hosted by the Capital City Girl’s Choir, and was                    
conducted by Dr. Janet Galván of New York. The 
goals of the festival are to provide training for our 
advanced singers out of the children's choir mode 
of singing, into a more mature vocal sound,               
working with  invited conductors in this area of       

expertise. 

 The festival choir included the Cantible      
Singers from the Capital City Girl’s Choir, Fran 
Page, conductor; Bella Voce from the Charlotte 
Children’s Choir, Sandy Holland, conductor;             
Cantible from the Greensboro Youth Chorus, Ann 
Doyle, conductor; and ENCORE from CCCC. The 
concluding event was an Open Rehearsal/
Demonstration for the audience. During the 
course of the festival each individual choir had 
the opportunity to sing for Dr. Galván and receive 

feedback in a Master Class setting.  

 Dr. Janet Galván, professor of music at 
Ithaca College, conducts the Women's                 
Chorale, the Ithaca College Chorus, and is                
Artistic Director for the Ithaca Children's Choir. She 
has prepared choruses for many conductors                 
including Lukas Foss, Carl St. Clair, Eji Oue, Gisele 
Ben-Dor, Richard Westenberg, and Grant                        

Llewellyn. Her contribution to 
choral music was recognized 
by her New York colleagues in 
1995 when she received the 
New York Outstanding Choral 
Director Award. In 2007 she 
received Ithaca College's                                                

Excellence in Service Award.  

 Dr. Galván has conducted all-state             
choruses throughout the United States, and has 
conducted numerous regional ACDA and MENC 
honor choirs at all levels.  Her own choral groups

Her expertise in treble               
repertoire led to an association with Roger Dean 
Publishing Company in the origin of two choral 
series for treble voices. She is also the  series                  
advisor to Latin Accents, with Boosey &
